What is TikTok? 
TikTok is a video-sharing app. Users can upload and share short 
videos of themselves lip-syncing to songs or acting out comedy 
sketches, and add special effects. They can gain followers (‘fans’) 
and browse other people’s videos. The age recommendation is 13 
and above.  
 
What should I look out for?  
• User profiles which talk about ‘trading’ or swapping pictures/
videos  
• Hashtags, such as #tradefortrade, which clearly suggest the user 
is looking to trade illicit content  
• The lyrical content of some songs – parents have raised concerns 
that it’s not always   age-appropriate  
 
What safety options are available for parents? 
• Set the account to private 
• Continue to monitor your child's exposure to online content, both 
on TikTok and other platforms
